27.1 and 28.1 Forms/principal parts of the Piel

The Piel stem (Ross Lesson 27) is often referred to as the “intensive” stem, although that is
only one of the semantic nuances of using this stem. It is an active (voice) stem, meaning
that the S(ubject) performs the action; the passive counterpart to the Piel is the Pual stem
(Ross Lesson 28). In both Piel/Pual, the form is characterized by doubling in R-2 (root 2).

For our paradigm verb T8, the Piel means ‘to muster, summon’ and the Pual ‘to be
summoned’.

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27.2 Pronominal suffixes on Piel and Pual.

Since Pual is passive, it does not take pronom. suffixes (the S is instead the patient of the
verbal action). The Piel, being active, CAN take pronom. suffixes.
