1. CARDINAL NUMBERS 1-10: Forms of the numbers (Ross 25.1)
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2. DISTINCTIVES ABOUT HEBREW CARDINAL NUMBERS (Ross 25.1)

1 is a singular adjective. Therefore, the number one matches gender and number of the
noun being counted.

2 is a dual noun which can be masc. or fem. It matches gender of the noun.

3-9 and 10 are singular nouns and are characterized by mismatch of gender of the noun.

3. CARDINAL NUMBERS: 11 to 19 (Ross 25.3)
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The numerals 11 to 19 are simply combinations of the unit (1-9) and a form for 10 (as in

English, thirteen, seventeen, etc.).

The tens from 30 to 90 are expressed by the plural forms of the “ones” units (so that the
plural here always stands for cen times the unit). Remember, for ex., the number three is

a singular noun.
