'Note: the 1T here is not a stem prefix from the Hiphil stem. The 2 is standing where the stem prefix /T would
be; the presence of 1 plus the ending B indicates that we're dealing here a participle. The i1 plus dagesh forte
is the marker of the definite article, “the.”
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
