1. Forms/principal parts of the Hiphil (Ross 30.1)

The Hiphil stem is often referred to as the “causative” stem, since frequently the S of a Hiphil
verb cause another “under-Subject” to perform or undergo the verbal action. For ex., if the

verb NN in the Qal stem means ‘to die’, in the Hiphil stem it means ‘to cause someone to die’
(as in, ‘John caused Billy to die’ = ‘John killed Billy’). We first deal with the way the Hiphil is
formed. NOTE: In the Hiphil stem, the form is characterized by a prefix 11 before R-1 (root 1);

however, this prefix 1 is not visible in the prefix conjugations (impf, wci, juss, etc.) or

participle.

For our paradigm verb Tp3, the Hiphil means ‘to cause (someone) to visit/appoint’.
